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ORDINANCE 14, 2016

AN ORDINANCE OF THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF PALM
BEACH GARDENS, FLORIDA AMENDING THE CITY OF PALM
BEACH GARDENS’ BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING
OCTOBER 1, 2015, AND ENDING SEPTEMBER 30, 2016,
INCLUSIVE; PROVIDING A CONFLICTS CLAUSE, A SEVERABILITY
CLAUSE, AND AUTHORITY TO CODIFY; PROVIDING AN
EFFECTIVE DATE; AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES.

WHEREAS, the City Council of the City of Palm Beach Gardens, Florida adopted
a Budget for the 2015/2016 Fiscal Year; and

WHEREAS, the City Council has determined that an amendment needs to be
made to the previously adopted Fiscal Year 2015/2016 Budget; and

WHEREAS, the City Council deems approval of this Ordinance to be in the best
interest of the health, safety, and welfare of the residents and citizens of the City of Palm
Beach Gardens and the public at large.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY
OF PALM BEACH GARDENS, FLORIDA that:

SECTION 1. The foregoing recitals are hereby affirmed and ratified.
SECTION 2. The City Council hereby amends the revenues and expenditures
listed in the attached Exhibit “1” and adopts such amendments as to the Budget of the

City of Palm Beach Gardens for the Fiscal Year October 1, 2015, through September 30,
2016, inclusive.

SECTION 3. All ordinances or parts of ordinances in conflict be and the same are
hereby repealed.

SECTION 4. Should any section or provision of this Ordinance or any portion
thereof, any paragraph, sentence, or word be declared by a court of competent jurisdiction
to be invalid, such decision shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this Ordinance.

SECTION 5. This Ordinance shall become effective immediately upon adoption.
